It is important that the 
Paddle Handle must 
align correctly with the 

automobile manufacturer’s original equipment steel 
latch pin located on the vehicle. Failure to properly 
install the paddle handle may result in the door ac-
cidently opening. IMPROPER CLOSURE COULD 
RESULT IN SERIOUS INJURY OR DEATH TO THE 
OCCUPANTS. WEAR SEAT BELTS AT ALL TIMES. 
DRIVE CAREFULLY.

IMPORTANT: You should check alignment of the 
Paddle Handle to the steel latch pin before tightening  
the screws. If out of alignment, align and retighten the 
screws securely. Repeat for both lower doors.

Insert the Paddle Handle into the opening in the 
door plate so that the latch mechanism is inside of 
the vehicle and the Rotary Latch Mechanism is to-
ward the rear of the door. Place the Latch Plate over 
the Paddle Handle on the inside of the door. Align 
the holes in the Paddle Handle and Latch Plate. In-
sert four #10-32 Truss Head Machine Screws from 
the outside and secure them with #10-32 Locknuts. 
Do not tighten the screws until all four are in place.

Locate a Door Restraint Strap in the small parts 
kit. Slip the loop in one over the hook on the door 
frame. Slip the loop in the other end onto the hook 
on the vehicle body.

Slip one end of Door 
Restraint Strap over 
hook on Door Frame

the hook in the vehicle

Install Bag

The Door bag is reversible and can be in-
stalled with the pockets facing in or out. Start 
from the top and place the Door Bag over the 
frame. Wrap the Loop tabs under and around 
the frame and attach them to the Hook on 
the bag. Wrap the straps on the front of the 
bag around the door frame and thread them 
through the buckles. Tighten the straps for a 
smooth and secure fi t.

Hold the door straight out from the vehicle with the 
hinge pins over the body hinges. Lower the pins into 
the hinges. Make sure that the pins are fully inserted 
into the body hinges. Adjust the factory hinges and 
latch pin if necessary to ensure the latch engages 
securely.

If the Element Door does not match up with the door striker, 
you may adjust the door striker by loosening it with a T-45 

torx wrench and either lowering or raising the door striker. Tighten the 
door striker securely after adjusting. The  door striker will have to be 
put back into it’s original position to reinstall O.E. doors

Install Original Mirror

The mirror from the original door can be mounted 
to the Element™ Door using the Mirror Mount 
Bracket. 

Use a T-40 Torx wrench to remove the mirror from 
the factory door. Save the bolts.

Align the holes in the Mirror Mount Bracket with the 
holes on the inside of the Element™ Door. Slide the 
pins on the mirror through the door from the outside 
into the bracket. Reinstall the original bolts.
